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1. INTRODUCTION
This template is prepared for the Journal of Biomedical Informatics Science (JBMIS). It gives authors the main formatting rules needed to prepare their papers in electronic form. The purpose of these rules is threefold: (a) to make it easier for authors to format their manuscripts, (b) to ensure that the electronic version is ready for online publication, and (c) to keep a uniform style for all papers published in the journal.
Margins, line spacing, and text styles are already defined in the template. Examples of font styles and formatting are shown in this document in italic text. Some elements, such as complex equations, figures, or tables, are not fixed by the template, but the general style for table text is provided. Authors should prepare these parts by following the same format guidelines.
2. EASE OF USE
2.1. Selecting a Template
Please make sure that you are using the correct template for your paper size. The template of the Journal is designed for A4 paper size. If you are working with US Letter size, you should close this file and download the version prepared for Letter size.
2.2. Maintaining the Integrity of the Specifications
This template is provided to help you format your paper correctly and to keep a consistent style. All margins, line spacing, and font types are already defined, so please do not change them. You may notice some unusual settings, such as the head margin being larger than usual. These settings are intentional, because the paper will appear as part of the journal, not as a stand-alone document. For this reason, do not modify any of the current specifications.
2.3. Page Setup and Fonts
 
· Please use Times New Roman font throughout the manuscript.
· The main text should be in 10 pt size.
· Titles of sections (e.g., INTRODUCTION, METHODS) should be in 10 pt bold. With capital litters 
· If subsections are needed, they should be numbered hierarchically (e.g., 1.1, 1.2, etc.). The subsection titles must be written in bold, with only the first letter of each major word capitalized (Title Case).

· The title of the article should Calibri (Body)  be in 18 pt bold.
· Abstract and keywords should be in 10 pt font size.
· Use 1 line spacing and justify all paragraphs.
· Margins should be set to 2.5 cm (1 inch) on all sides.

2.4. Figures and Tables
In the Results section, authors should present their data clearly using tables and figures, as this is one of the most important parts of a research paper. Tables and figures must be prepared in a simple, accurate, and effective way. The planning for them often starts at the manuscript writing stage.
When using tables and figures, do not repeat information that is already explained in the text. Repetition makes the paper unnecessarily long and reduces the value of the tables and figures. Each table and figure should be placed at the center of the page, properly numbered, and cited in the order in which they appear in the text.
Since readers often look at tables and figures before reading the full text, each of them should be able to stand alone, providing complete and informative content by itself.
2.4.1. Figures
Figures are often used to illustrate ideas in the form of graphs, photographs, or charts. In technical papers, photographs are usually included to show experimental equipment, but they should only be used if they add real value to the explanation. Otherwise, a schematic drawing may be more effective.
Charts and graphs present the same data that could be shown in tables, but in a more visual and interesting way. However, unlike tables, they may provide less detail or precision.
· Each figure must have a caption placed below the figure, 
· The caption should be written in Times New Roman, 9 pt, italic,
·  The figure number (e.g., Figure 1) should be in bold, figures must be numbered sequentially (Figure 1, Figure 2, etc.), 
· leave one line space before and after the figure 
· Each figure must be enclosed within a clear border (frame). 
· Place each figure at the center of the page. 
· Graphs usually has x and y axes that must be associated with labels. Be sure to add sufficient information into the label but try not to get too much into it, for example, Average Speed (cm/sec).

· A Figures must be of high quality. The preferred format is TIFF, with a minimum resolution of 500 dpi at final size. Higher resolutions, such as 600 dpi, can be used if needed, but they will increase the file size. Scaling may be adjusted when necessary.

2.4.2. Table Titles 
Tables should be clear, well-structured, and easy to understand without the need to read the main text. They are especially useful for presenting large sets of numerical data obtained from multiple experiments, where a graph may not be sufficient. Such tables are often called quantitative tables, as shown in Table 1 (adapted from [1]).
Authors should prepare tables using standard tools such as the Microsoft Word table function. Tables must not be inserted as images. Each table should include the following basic elements: a clear caption, properly labeled column titles, and a well-organized body.
· The table caption should be placed above the table. It must include the table number in bold followed by the title in italic, written in Times New Roman, 9 pt.
· The table content should be in Times New Roman, 9 pt, single-spaced, and neatly formatted.
· Single-spaced, and clearly formatted.
· The first row, which contains the main variables, should be written in bold.
· If the first column contains variables, they should also be written in bold.

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2.5. Equations
Equations are an exception to the general template specifications. Authors should type equations using Times New Roman or Symbol font only (do not use any other fonts). For complex multi-level equations, it may be necessary to prepare them as graphics and insert them into the text after formatting.
Equations must be numbered consecutively. The equation number should be placed flush right in parentheses, for example (1). Equations should be centered on the page.
When writing equations:
· Italicize Roman symbols for quantities and variables, but not Greek symbols.
· Use a long dash (–) for a minus sign, not a hyphen.
· Punctuate equations with commas or periods if they are part of a sentence.

Always define symbols used in an equation either before or immediately after the equation. Use “(1)” in the text, not “Eq. (1)” or “equation (1),” unless it appears at the beginning of a sentence, e.g., “Equation (1) shows that …”.

The authors should pledge that they don’t have any conflict of interest in regards of their research. If there are no conflict of interest then authors can declare the following "The authors declare no conflicts of interest". 
Funding 
The funding section of your journal paper template should provide a concise and transparent declaration of the financial support received to carry out the research presented in your paper.
Acknowledgment 
The preferred spelling of the word “acknowledgment” in America is without an “e” after the “g”. Avoid the stilted expression “one of us (R. B. G.) thanks ...”.  Instead, try “R. B. G. thanks...”. Put sponsor acknowledgments in the unnumbered footnote on the first page.

REFERENCES 
	
The Journal of Biomedical Informatics Science (JBMIS), follows the IEEE bibliography style. In this system, citations are numbered in order of appearance and sh	own inside square brackets, like [1]. Punctuation comes after the bracket [2]. You should only use the number in the text, for example [3]. Do not write “Ref. [3]” or “reference [3]” unless it begins a sentence, such as “Reference [3] shows that …”. 

Footnotes must be numbered separately and shown as superscripts. The text of the footnote is placed at the bottom of the same page. Do not use footnotes in the abstract or in the reference list. For tables, use letters for footnotes.
For the authors’ names, list all authors unless there are six or more; in that case, write the first author followed by et al.. Unpublished papers should be cited as “unpublished” [4]. Accepted papers that are not yet printed should be cited as “in press” [5]. In article titles, only the first word should be capitalized, except for proper names and symbols.
If the paper comes from a translation journal, write the English reference first and then the original citation [6].
